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Matchmaking | a cryptic puzzile by Emily Cox & Henry Rathvon

Normally in crosswords, two
intersecting answers meet on the
same letter. This puzzle has a few
exceptions to the rule and needs a
little matchmaking help. In each
column of the grid, one square is
crossed by two different letters,
one in an Across answer and one
in a Down answer. To resolve the
mismatches, one of those letters
(from the Across or the Down)
should be removed to the shaded
central heart, leaving the other
letter in place. When the correct
letters have been taken from left
to right (column by column) and
placed in the heart in normal order
(left to right, row by row), they'll
form a three-word phrase...and a
perfect match for the 13 letters left
in place.
